Positive Test:
Student/Staff should isolate
for 14 days since symptoms

began and must have 3
calendar days without

symptoms (or use of fever
reducing medications)

before returning to school.
Student must have doctor's

note to return to school.
During absence, student will

participate in distance
learning as able. 

Negative Test:
If asymptomatic with a

negative test,
student/staff member
may return to school

after symptom free for 
72 hrs. Distance learning

will be available to all
students during

absence.

For positive cases in the school and within a
classroom, administration will determine "close

contacts" and those who have had "exposure" as
deemed by CDC guidelines. CCLS Administration 

or Health Professionals will contact those who
should quarantine based on contact tracing for each

case and per local and CDC guidelines.

"Exposure" for COVID-19 means a person was in contact
with a person who tested positive for greater than 15
minutes within 6 feet. (See CDC - "Quarantine If You

Might Be Sick" for further guidelines.)
Please note, exposures will be handled on a case by

case basis.
